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Karnes City, TX 78118.  The Notice of Hearing and Original Petition were also sent 
by electronic mail. 

4. Respondent failed to file a written response to the Notice of Hearing within 20 days
of the date the Notice of Hearing and Original Petition were mailed.

Conclusions of Law 

1. The commissioner has jurisdiction pursuant to Texas law, including TEX. INS. CODE
§§ 82.051-82.055, 4001.002, 4001.102, 4001.105, 4005.101-4005.105, and 4101.051
and 4054.01; TEX. OCC. CODE §§ 53.021-53.023; 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 1.502; and TEX.
GOV’T CODE §§ 2001.051-2001.178.

2. The commissioner has authority to dispose of this case informally pursuant to TEX.
GOV’T CODE § 2001.056; TEX. INS. CODE § 82.055; and 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.47, 1.88,
and 1.89.

3. The department provided proper notice of the hearing pursuant to TEX. GOV’T CODE
§§ 2001.051, 2001.052, and 2001.054, and 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.28, 1.88, 1.89,
and 19.906.

4. Based on Respondent’s failure to file a written response to the Notice of Hearing,
the department is entitled to disposition by default pursuant to 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE
§§ 1.88 and 1.89.

5. The department’s factual and legal allegations set out in the attached Notice of
Hearing and Original Petition are incorporated in this order and deemed admitted
as true pursuant to 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 1.89.

It is ordered that any licenses held by Amy Michelle Hernandez are revoked.  A copy of 
this order will be provided to law enforcement and/or other appropriate administrative 
agencies for further investigation as may be warranted.
