§ 1.502; TEX. OCC. CODE §§ 53.021 – 53.023; and TEX. GOV’T. CODE §§ 2001.051-
2001.178.

2. The commissioner has authority to dispose of this case informally pursuant to TEX.
GOV’T CODE § 2001.056; TEX. INS. CODE § 82.055; and 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.47, 1.88,
and 1.89.

3. The department provided proper notice of the hearing pursuant to TEX. GOV’T CODE
§§ 2001.051, 2001.052, and 2001.054, and 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 1.28, 1.88, 1.89,
and 19.906.

4. Based on Respondent’s failure to file a written response to the Notice of Hearing,
the department is entitled to disposition by default pursuant to 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE
§§ 1.88 and 1.89.

5. The department’s factual and legal allegations set out in the attached Notice of
Hearing and Original Petition are incorporated in this order and deemed admitted
as true pursuant to 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 1.89.

purposes of licensing, because she completed the period of supervision less than 
five years before the date she applied for the license, as contemplated under TEX. 
OCC. CODE § 53.021(d)(1)(B)(i), and the department determined that she may pose 
a continued threat to public safety, as contemplated under TEX. OCC. CODE § 
53.021(d)(2)(A). 
 

10. Walton has committed an offense directly related to the business of insurance as 
contemplated by 28 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 1.502(f). 
 

11. Walton committed an offense that the department considers to be of such a 
serious nature that it is of prime importance in determining fitness for licensure, as 
contemplated by 28 TEX.
