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Health Maintenance Organizations Subsequent Filing 
Doing Business As Names, Assumed Names, Trademarks, Service Marks and Logos 

All documents must be signed and notarized where appropriate. These procedures apply to both Texas and 
Foreign corporations. 

HMO must submit the following: 

1. Name Application (FIN300)
Email to CLRRequests@tdi.texas.gov
Name will be published in the Texas Register and run for 20 days before eligible for use by applicant.

2. Copy of Name Application

3. Certification or letter from the Texas Secretary of State stating that Doing Business As Name, 
Assumed Name, Trademark, Service Mark or Logo has been approved.

NOTE: Once approval is received from the Secretary of State and TDI, HMO must file an Assumed Name 
Certificate in each county of its service area.
