How to Sort the Authorized Insurance Companies List
The Authorized Insurance Companies List is a zip file that contains information about companies doing business in Texas.  This list is updated every working Friday morning and contains the following information: company name, date of incorporation, license date, addresses, phone numbers, officer names, attorney-for-service, lines of coverage, assets, liabilities, etc.
This list can be used to extract a variety of information including, but not limited to, the following: 
· Companies authorized to write a certain line of business (auto, life, health, etc.)
Companies authorized to provide coverage have received TDI approval of one or more policies for that line of insurance. Being included in the listing does not guarantee that the company currently offers such coverage. A company may never sell the coverage authorized or may decide at some point to stop selling such coverage.

· Companies newly licensed in TX
· Certain type of companies (categories such as HMOs, Life, Title, etc.)

· Texas domiciled companies

· How many domestic Life companies are licensed in TX
· Contact information (address for company or attorney-for-service, phone numbers, president name, etc.)
· Companies authorized to write homeowners business 

*  The following are sample instructions for sorting the Authorized Insurance Companies File *
To sort by line of business: (this example is for Homeowners)
1. Click on Authorized Insurance Companies (You will be prompted to open or save file.)

2. Sort the spreadsheet (Data, Sort) by field names 2, 3 and 16; descending order.
Companies that designate Fire, Allied Lines and Liability Other as a line of business can write homeowners business in Texas.  Companies that designate Fire and Allied Lines can issue a property-only homeowners policy.
3. Scroll to the right until you find the column titles 2, 3 and 16 (column headings = AO, AP and BC).
4. Look for FIRE, ALLIED LINES and LIABILITY OTHER records.  Delete rows that do not have all three lines of business.  Hide or delete unnecessary columns.
Sample results for Homeowners List.
To sort by Category: (this example is for Title companies)
1. Click on Authorized Insurance Companies (You will be prompted to open or save file.)

2. Sort the spreadsheet (Data, Sort) by field name CATEGORY; descending order.
3. Scroll to the right until you find the column title CATEGORY (column heading = X).
4. Look for TITLE records.  Delete rows above and below the Title records.  
Sample results for Title companies.

To sort by License Date: 
1. Click on Authorized Insurance Companies (You will be prompted to open or save file.)

2. Sort the spreadsheet (Data, Sort) by field name LICENSE_DATE; descending order.
3. Scroll to the right until you find the column title LICENSE_DATE (column heading = U).

4. You will see dates from the previous century listed first then the most current records.

5. Delete all rows above and below the 2006 records to only view companies licensed in 2006.  Hide or delete unnecessary columns.
