he Texas Department of Insurance (TDI) publishes this report

pursuant to Texas Insurance Code Article 2251.008 which requires that the TDI issue to the
Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and Speaker of the House of Representatives a Quarterly Legidative
Report on Market Conditions reflecting changesin losses, premiums, market share, and complaints for
certainlinesof insurance.

Thisreport includesinformation on thefollowing linesof insurance: General Liability, Commercia Fire
& Allied Lines, Product Liability, Commercial Multiple Peril, Private Passenger Auto, Homeowners
Multiple Peril, Workers Compensation, Boiler & Machinery, Commercial Crime, Commercia Glass,
Medical Professional Liability, and Miscellaneous Professional Liability.

Datawere reported for each calendar year quarter. The Quarterly Legislative Report on Market
Conditions shows market share based on the sum of the most recent four quarters as well as the
percent change from the four quarters ending one year prior. In addition, the report provides a
comparison of the current quarter with the same quarter one year prior.

Asrequired by SB 611, 80th L egislature, beginning with the 4th quarter 2007 TDI started collecting
information pertaining to underwriting profits/losses and ratefilings. Thisreport containstheratefiling
information for the Private Passenger Automobile and for the Homeownerslines of business.



Terms

Number of PoliciesWritten: The number of Texas new and renewal policiesissued during the quarter. The
policies were adjusted to an annual basis. For example, asix month policy was reported as 0.5 policies.

Premiumson PoliciesWritten: Thisreport capturesthe Texas portion of direct premiumswritten in the designated
quarter without adjustmentsfor cancellations or endorsements and, therefore, it may not match the written premiums
figuresinthe statutory Annual Statement.

Direct Written Premium: Written premium is the Texas portion of the statutory Annual Statement report of
written premiumsin the quarter.

Direct LossesPaid: Direct losses paid represent payments made during the quarter regardless of when the policy
was written or when the accident occurred. Loss adjustment expenses (LAE) are not included.

L ossRatio: unlessotherwise specified thisratio is devel oped by dividing direct losses paid during the quarter by
direct premiums written during the quarter.

Earnedtolncurred LossRatio: Thislossratioisdeveloped by dividing direct incurred losses by earned premiums.
Both figures come from the statutory Annual Statement. L oss adjustment expenses (LAE) are not included.

Number of Groups: Companiesthat are owned/controlled by one entity are considered agroup. Unaffiliated
companies are those that are not associated with any other insurance company. The number of groupsreferred to
inthisreport isthe number of groups plus the number of unaffiliated companies.

Market Share: Thisfigure representsaninsurer’s market share, expressed as a percentage, of the industry total
for premiumswritten for the sum of the most recent four quarters.

Underwriting Profit or Loss: The underwriting profit or lossis calculated asthe direct premiums earned |less
direct lossesincurred, less|oss adjustment expenses incurred, less other underwriting expensesincurred, lessdivi-
dends paid to policyholders. Underwriting Profit or Lossisasit was reported by the company and has not been
reconciled to any financial reports.

Rate Filing Exhibits: Number of Rate Filings and rate filing summary information isasit was reported by the
company and has not been reconciled to actual rate filingsthat werereceived by TDI. Ratereductionsareindi-
cated by negative numbersin "()'s". Ratefilingsinformation are only reported if there was achangeinagiven
"period" so there may be occurrences where a 12, 24, or 36 month period are not displayed.
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Lines of Insurance

Productsand Completed OperationsInsuranceor Product Liability providescoverage for amanufacturer
or contractor for claims after a manufactured product has been sold and/or a claim results from an operation
which the manufacturer has completed. Products Liability also includes coverage for a contractor’s or
manufacturer'sliability for injuries or property damage suffered by third parties as the result of the contractor or
manufacturer completing an operation.

General Liability provides coverage for an insured when negligent acts and/or omissionsresult in bodily injury
and/or property damage on the premises of a business or when someoneisinjured inthe general operation of a
business.

Commercial Fire& Allied Lineshastwo coverages - Standard Fire Policy and Extended Coverage Endorsements
for businesses. A Standard Fire Policy insures commercial properties against fire and lightning. The Extended
Coverage Endorsement covers numerous direct and indirect risks such as windstorm, hail, explosions, smoke
damage, vandalism, and water damage.

Commercial Multiple Peril policies generally provide coverage for businessesin four areas. property; liability;
crime; and boiler and machinery.

Private Passenger Auto coveragesinclude liability, PIP, uninsured motorist and physical damage.

HomeownersMultiple Peril provides coverage against the insured’s property being destroyed or damaged by
various perilsand coverage for the insured'sliability exposure.

Workers Compensation offers coverage providing four types of benefits (medical care, death, disability,
rehabilitation) for employeejob-related injuries or diseases as a matter of right (without regard to fault.)



Linesof |nsurance

Boiler & Machinery provides protection against the sudden and accidental breakdown or explosion of
boilers, machinery, and electrical equipment. Coverageis provided on damage to the equipment, expediting
expenses, damage to the property of othersand can be extended to cover lossesresulting from the interruption
of business.

Commercial Crime provides coverage against |oss of property caused by burglary, theft, and/or employee
dishonesty. Thismay include losses inside or outside the premises, losses from counterfeit paper currency,
and depositorsforgery.

Commer cial Glass provides coverage on commercial plate glass, |l ettering, frames and ornamentation.

Medical Professional Liability provides insurance against losses due to claims for damages alleging
mal practice by physicians, surgeons, hospitals or other health care providersin the exercise of their professions.

Miscellaneous Professional Liability providesinsurance on professional practitionersthat will defend suits
instituted against them for mal practice or errors and omissions and/or pay any damages, subject to policy
limits. In compliance with applicable statutes, the following have been excluded from miscellaneous professional
liability: architects, beauticians/barbers, lawyers, medical laboratory personnel, psychologists, real estate
agents, surveyors, and x-ray lab personnel.
