amendments to rules to update sections of Chapters 5 and 19, and seeks public input on the working 

draft.

The working draft eliminates the 

 requirement for data collection on closed claims and the compilation of that report; and 

 utilization review agents’ summary reports of all complaints, adverse determinations, and 

appeals of adverse determinations.
