Locate the fasteners in the overlap a maximum of 36" on center as required by the IRC and the

Fasteners: Secure the shakes and slate roof tiles to the roof deck with minimum 0.134" x 2-1/2" 

long stainless (Type 304 or 316) steel ring shank nails with a 3/8" diameter head through the 

labeled nailing locations on the shake or slate.  Four (4) fasteners per shake or slate are required.  

Fasteners can be applied by hammer or by pneumatic nail gun.  Ensure that the head of the nail 

is flush with the roof covering.  Fasteners must be long enough to penetrate completely through 

the roof deck.
