The skylight frame is set against the wood 
curb and, while compressing the gasket between the insulating glass unit and the wood curb, 
the skylight is secured to the wood curb through the pre-drilled holes in the exterior leg of the 
skylight frame.  Minimum No. 8 x 1-3/4" self-tapping screws must be used. The fasteners are 
spaced approximately 20-22" on center.
