Withdrawal of Form No. TWIA-200, Adjusted Building Cost Endorsement and Submission of New Form No. TWIA-220, Automatic Building Cost Endorsement, Including a Corresponding Manual Rule 


Dear Marilyn:

In accordance with Texas Administrative Code §5.4911, we are submitting a new endorsement, TWIA-220 and manual rule for commissioner approval.  Additionally, we are requesting form number TWIA-200, Adjusted Building Cost Endorsement, be withdrawn upon approval of this submission.  

We previously filed the referenced endorsement, TWIA-220 and manual rule as a petition in November 2008 (P-1108-18), which included a request to withdraw TWIA-200, and for various reasons we subsequently withdrew that petition in March 2010.  However, the endorsement and manual rule in this new submission to re-file TWIA-220 contains all the revisions requested by the Department up to the time of withdrawal. 

In April 2010 the TWIA Actuarial Committee reviewed the new endorsement and manual rule and reported to the Board of Directors in June 2010.  Based on instructions from the Board of Directors, TWIA is re-filing form number TWIA-220, Automatic Adjusted Building Cost Endorsement, and a corresponding manual rule to be effective May 1, 2011.  The new endorsement, TWIA-220 will be attached to all new and renewal dwelling policies.  An explanatory memorandum, revised manual pages, new endorsement Form TWIA-220, and filing transmittal are included.

The plan is to implement the new billing system May 2011.  As TWIA would like the endorsement to coincide with the release of the new billing system, TWIA staff respectfully requests that the new endorsement be approved for use on or after May 1, 2011.
